Through school breakfast & lunch programs many of our school age children  

depend on such programs to insure they have at least one or two hot meals a day.

National School Lunch Program (NSLP) Average Daily 
Participation: 
Nearly 100,000 schools/institutions serve school lunches 
to 30 million students each day, including:
•20 million free lunches
•2 million reduced price (student pays $0.40)
•8 million full price
•4.9 billion lunches are served annually

School Breakfast Program (SBP) Average Daily 
Participation: 
Over 90,000 schools/institutions serve school breakfasts 
to 14.6 million students each day, including:
•11.6 million free breakfasts
•0.8 million reduced price (student pays $0.30)
•2.2 million full price
•2.4 billion breakfasts are served annually

Created in the Microsoft software suite included in the kit are templates for an event flyer that 

can be modified to reflect your communities' interests and benefactor, a drobox sign, an event 

banner along with art activities to complete the package. There is even a partial of food pantries 

and food banks throughout the county.
